Toronto honours Affordable Housing Champions 

The City of Toronto today honoured 21 Affordable Housing Champions - non-profit and private sector developers that are creating more than 3,000 new affordable homes in the city this year. 

The 2010 Affordable Housing Champions received the recognition in the form of a decorative hammer and a City scroll during a special awards breakfast prior to the start of the Affordable Housing Committee’s regular meeting.

“I want to congratulate the front-line partners who make affordable housing happen in this city,” said Councillor Giorgio Mammoliti (Ward 7 York West), Chair of the Affordable Housing Committee. “Without you, it would be much harder meeting the housing needs of Torontonians.”

The 2010 Affordable Housing Champions represent the dynamic mix of non-profit and private sector developers, large and small, who are building affordable rental and ownership homes. They are constructing more than 3,000 affordable rental and ownership homes this year. 

“Our 2010 Housing Champions are the key to helping Torontonians live healthier, safer and more rewarding lives,” said Councillor Mammoliti.

City Council last year adopted Housing Opportunities Toronto – An Affordable Housing Action Plan 2010-2020. Among its 67 actions was a goal by the City of creating 1,000 new affordable rental homes and 200 affordable ownership homes annually.
