• July 2009 – Transportation Services through Recreational Infrastructure Canada (RInC) and 
Ontario Recreation Program (Ontario REC) received an estimated $23 million.

• Seven (7) new multi-use trails proposed (Finch Hydro Corridor, Gatineau Hydro Corridor, CN 
Leaside and Scarborough Pit Spur)

• Approximately 30km of new and 4km of upgraded off road multi-use trails
• Implementation action deadline, March 31, 2011
• Management of the project will be under Transportation Services, Parks, Forestry and 

Recreation and Toronto Technical Services (North York)

• Shared by motorized 

vehicles and cyclists. 
Signs are to remind 
drivers to share the 
road.

• To be implemented for 
approximately 5% of the 
Multi-Use Path.

Trail Etiquette

All multi-use pathway users have a responsibility to be 
considerate and respectful of all park users. The following 
tips will help to ensure that all parks users have a safe and 
enjoyable experience:

• When riding a bike, let people know you are approaching by ringing your bell 
or giving a friendly greeting.

• Cyclists should yield to pedestrians.
• Only pass when it is safe to do so and the trail is wide enough.
• Dogs should be kept on a leash in parks, except in designated off-leash 

areas
• To protect the trails and parks, stay on the trail and don't litter.
• According to the Parks By-law, all vehicles including bicycles should not 

exceed the speed of 20km/hour when traveling in a park.
• If the pathway is busy, consider dismounting your bicycle and walking it 

through the park.
