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Census family is defined as a married couple and the children, if any, of either or both spouses; a couple living common law and the children, if any, of either or both
partners; or, a lone parent of any marital status with at least one child living in the same dwelling and that child or those children. All members of a particular census family
live in the same dwelling. A couple may be of opposite or same sex. Children may be children by birth, marriage or adoption regardless of their age or marital status as long
as they live in the dwelling and do not have their own spouse or child living in the dwelling. A private household refers to a person or a group of persons (other than foreign
residents) who occupy a private dwelling and do not have a usual place of residence elsewhere in Canada.
