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INTRODUCING...
THE GREEN BIN
PROGRAM

Starting the week of June 24, you will be part of a new waste collection
initiative in Scarborough called the Green Bin Program.
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By collecting your organic materials—such as food waste and soiled
paper food packaging (see inside for details)—the Green Bin Program will
help us to reduce the amount of material that Toronto households send to

landfill.
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Two things. One, landfill is an expen-
sive way to dispose of our garbage.
And two, reusing organic material is
good for the environment.

The City's Keele Valley landfill site
closed in 2002, and Toronto now
trucks all its waste to Michigan. As a
result, our waste disposal costs have
increased from $12/tonne to
$52/tonne. That's more than a 300%
increase! Organic materials make
up approximately 30% of the garbage
going to landfill. The Green Bin
Program “diverts” that material from
landfill and turns it into useful com-
post instead.

More than 95% of residents have
been successfully using the Green
Bin Program in Etobicoke since
September 2002.

What do I need to do?

The Green Bin Program is easy to
follow. All you have to do is put your
organic household materials (the
“smelly stuff”), such as food waste
and soiled paper food products, out
for collection once a week. The City
takes your organic material to a pro-
cessing plant where it is turned into
compost for farms and parks.

Am | eligible for the Green Bin
Program?

If the City provides you with door-to-
door garbage collection at your
curb, yes—you will be participating
in the Green Bin Program. (Those
with a common collection point or
who have their garbage collected
privately—e.g. apartments and
some townhouses—will not partici-
pate in the program at this time.)




Your collection day may change. We will deliver your new collection
calendar to your home before the program starts the week of June 24.
Be sure to check to see if your collection day has changed.

Your green bin for organics (that's the smelly stuff)
will be collected once every week.

Your garbage (the stuff that doesn’t smell) will be
collected every two weeks.

Your recycling materials will continue to be
collected every second week.

Your yard waste will continue to be collected weekly
4 in April, May, October and November, and every second
week during June, July, August and September.

The important thing to remember is that most of what you think of as
“garbage” today will no longer be garbage with the Green Bin
Program. All your organic material (food waste, soiled paper towels,
meat, fish, kitty litter, animal waste, diapers) will be picked up every
week in your green bin.

The items left in your garbage will be things such as non-recyclable
plastic packaging and containers, broken toys and dishes, light bulbs,
worn-out running shoes, and more; in other words, all the dry items
that do not have any odour and can be stored for two weeks.
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does the
Green Bin
Program
work?

The City of Toronto will supply
you with two bins — a large one
with wheels that you can take
to the curb, and a small one that
can fit under your kitchen sink
or anywhere that is convenient
for you. You can line both bins
with plastic bags (grocery bags
are fine), if you wish, just as you
do with your regular garbage
container. The bins will be
delivered to your home in May
or June.

<y What happens to your organic material?

Your green bin material will be picked up at the curb by
collection vehicles, placed into one of two compartments
in the truck, and taken to the City’s Dufferin Organics
Processing Facility. Operators inspect the organics

and remove large, unwanted items. A biological process
called “anaerobic digestion” converts the material into
solids, which is then turned into clean, rich compost.

Anaerobic digestion is a biological process that uses
bacteria to break down solids in the absence of oxygen. =
