If you receive a suspicious or unexpected

letter or parcel:
A COMBINATION of the following may constitute a suspicious mail item

Put the item down. Do not handle, shake, smell or taste the
suspicious article.

Get everyone out of the room and close the door. Wait in a safe place.

Anyone who has touched the article should wash their hands
immediately with soap and water.

4 Dial 9-1-1 to report the suspicious item.

Wait for emergency (Police, Fire or Ambulance) or Public Health workers
to advise you what to do next.
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
