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Work Program
Queen Street West Heritage 
Conservation District Study
The City of Toronto is undertaking a study 
of Queen Street West between University 
Avenue and Bathurst Streets to better 
understand the elements that give it its 
heritage character. 

These characteristics will be defi ned through 
consultation and studied in relation to 
existing buildings in order to evaluate the 
street’s heritage importance. If appropriate, 
recommendations for Heritage Conservation 
District boundaries and guidelines will be 
made to Council. 

Next Steps

team will integrate feedback and prepare a:

1. Draft Heritage Character Statement 
2. HCD Boundary Options
3. Draft Guidelines for change and 

development

These will be presented at the Public Meeting 
#2 for review and comments. Following that, 
a HCD Plan will be prepared and presented 
to the public at a Third Public Meeting.
