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Designated on October 1994

Context:

Downtown Stratford offers a charming amalgam
of one-of-a-kind shops and bookstores along with
galleries and restaurants offering diverse and
creative cuisine. Its image has been dominated by
the ‘Stratford Festival’ and for decades previously
by its industrial productivity.

The few blocks that comprise the heart of the city
have been the setting for commerce, industry &
public life from its very beginnings in the 1820’s
and 30’s. Traces of all the City’s periods endure
within today’s downtown and its overall structure
and ambiance recall very clearly the hey-days at
the end of the 19th Century.

Plan Objectives:

Recognise, protect and where possible enhance
the material legacy to hand on to the future. Historic
commercial street frontages create and dominate
the essential character of downtown; therefore
they dominate the conservation agenda.

Designated on September 1990

Context:

ByWard Market is one of Canada’s oldest and
largest public markets in the commercial heart of
Ottawa. The Market area was until three decades
ago known simply as Lowertown, Ottawa’s oldest
blue-collar neighbourhood and the cradle of the
city’s French population.

Following the declaration of Ottawa as capital, this
wooden shanty district would evolve into a stone
and brick industrial and commerce centre. The
Market continued to adapt with the opening of the
adjacent Rideau Centre. This led to a massive
rediscovery of the Market which is now one of the
trendiest places to live, shop and go out.

Plan Objectives:

The Market represents the original commercial
core of the city and, relative to other heritage
districts, has the largest federal presence, which
had been the critical catalyst in its recognizing
the market’s heritage characteristics.

Commercial HCD Examples

Designated on September 1997

Context:

The district retains many aspects of 19th Century
a rural Ontario village. To date, historically and
architecturally significant buildings of both wood
and brick construction survive, containing both
residential and commercial uses.

The commercial sectionretains its formerresidential
scale and ambiance which lends much to its
attractiveness and character. Notable uses still
found in the district include: blacksmith shop, hotel,
train-station, a number of shops as well as three
churches.

Plan Objectives:

Itsobjectivesweretoretain,conserveandrestorethe
area’s heritage buildings, to conserve orreintroduce
landscape and streetscape features, encourage
compatible infill construction, and foster community
support and pride for Unionville’s heritage legacy.

Designated on February 1965

Context:
The exceptionally fine quality of the Village

architecture together with its special quaintness is
found nowhere else in New York. One of the most
notable and usual features, to be found only in
the Greenwich Village, is the array of handsome
studios for artists.

The eastern portion has the open sweep of
Washington Square and the splendid vista of Fifth
Avenue, while the western portion has other fine
buildings, roadways with unexpected changes
In direction and glimpses of quaint little streets.
Other notable attributes include: its many tree-
lined streets and the human scale of so many of
its buildings.

Plan Objectives:

Designation seeks to preserve the exceptional
quality and character of the area - the architectural
quality, the nature of the artistic life within the
boundaries,andthefeelingofhistorythatpermeates
its streets.

Queen Street West

Heritage Conservation District Study

Designated on February 2003

Context:

These two streets in the Lincoln Park community
area form one of the finest nineteenth-century
neighbourhood commercial streetscapes
remaining in Chicago. The district contains
an excellent cross-section of residential and
commercial building types significant in the
development of such streets, including small
residential buildings and larger, multi-story mixed-
use buildings.

The blocks of Armitage and Halsted included in
this district are among Chicago’s most picturesque
streetscapesduetotheoverallqualityand highlevel
of design, craftsmanship, and integrity displayed
by the buildings, including brick and stone detailing
and pressed-metal cornices, bays, and turrets.

Plan Objectives:

The designation process was Inclusive of
neighbourhood residents, property and business
owners. Designation was seen to provide benefits
to the future success of this vital retail area and
preserve the architectural character of a widely
admired neighbourhood.
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
