Provides an exemption for 
maintenance & repair using 
same materials & alterations 
not visible from the street 
including interiors.

Delegates permit approval to 
City staff for work consistent 
with district guidelines. 

No separate application is 
required: 

• building permit application 
is also heritage permit 
application; and also

• building permit is the 
heritage permit.

Council retains approval for 
demolitions and work not 
conforming to guidelines.

How a Heritage Conservation District Study becomes policy

The fi nal Heritage Conservation District (HCD) Plan is presented to the 
City’s Preservation Board for examination.  The Board is an advisory 
body comprised of 7 citizens appointed by City Council, the Chair of each 
Community Preservation Panel and three members of City Council.

The Board will forward a recommendation through Community Council 
to Toronto City Council.  If approved, a by-law will be passed by Council 
establishing the boundaries of a Heritage Conservation District. Any 
person has the right to appeal this by-law to the OMB
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
