Project Details

The scope of work includes the installation of the sidewalk connection on the north-side
of McNicoll Avenue between the existing sidewalk from Kennedy Road to Silver Star
Boulevard and across the CNR tracks, providing a complete pedestrian connection
along the north-side.

During construction, temporary lane closures adjacent to construction zones will be
enforced, as required. Business access and emergency traffic will be maintained at all
times.

Any/all areas disturbed during construction will be restored to original condition

Next Steps
1. Project design is nearing completion and when complete there will be a public
tender call. A contract will be awarded to the firm with the lowest bid price
meeting the City’s specifications.
2. A construction notice will be distributed to all residents/business in the locale of
the project area prior to the start of construction.
3. The expected start date of construction is Summer 2011.
