The contractor will further notify you of any temporary
disruptions. Every effort will be made to reduce the inconvenience.

Traffic and Parking Restrictions

During heavy construction, restrictions will be imposed to turning, parking and driving lanes
in and around the work area. During TTC track reconstruction, traffic on Shaw Street for a
majority of the time will be limited to one lane south bound. No parking will be permitted in
the active work zones.
