








Jarvis Street Streetscape Improvement Environmental Assessment

The combination alternative was chosen as the preliminary
preferred solution because:

Boulevard widening presents opportunities, by allowing:

* More space for pedestrian
amenities,
* More space for trees & landscaping,

and
e (Greater opportunities for place-
making and creating areas of emphasis

along the corridor.

It addresses the possibilities for heritage considerations

here, such as:

 Restoring the original configuration of the street

e Allowing for interpretation program including signage
and art

e Allowing for public realm improvements to enhance

the heritage experience
e Allowing for streetscape improvements

It has the added flexibility of potential site-specific

treatments that may include:
 Parking bays for access to businesses

fronting onto Jarvis
* The redesigning the Charles Street /

Mt. Pleasant Road intersection

improvements and providing median

treatments at that location to provide a

pedestrian refuge for problem pedestrian crossings

It avoids costly removal and relocation to existing
utilities (both above ground and underground) and
will yield a design that is more cost effective, easier
to Implement and result in fewer disruptions to the
residents and traffic along the corridor during the
construction phase
