General

The required storage volume for the proposed underground storage
facility is 1,000m3. The facility needs to be located downstream of
Springbank Avenue and Birchmount Road as this is where the combined
sewer overflow is located.

Site Selection

The preferred location for the proposed underground storage facility is
shown on the above figure. Several potential locations in this general area

were considered.

The primary reasons for selecting this location are provided below:
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
