2. The General Manager of Parks Forestry and Recreation report to the Community
Development and Recreation Committee in 2011, in early 2011 on Pool Governance
Committee Report, Recommended Governance and Fiscal Model for TDSB Poals,
Toronto Lands Corporation August, 2010; and on the current Swim to Survive Program,
with a strategy for possible expansion to enable al grade 4 children in the City of
Toronto to learn basic drowning prevention skills.

Summary

Currently the City of Toronto runs community programsin 33 pools located in Toronto District
School Board (TDSB) schools under a letter of understanding expiring in 2011. The City needs
to confirm its commitment to continue operating programs at these sites beyond 2011. Aswell,
the City needs to commit to full participation in the work of the Toronto Lands Corporation’s
Pools Governance Sub-Committee and Aquatics Working Group so that all residents of

Toronto can enjoy access to training in water safety and aquatics recreation opportunities.
