Discussion: In 2011, CIRV FM, a radio station servicing the Portuguese-Canadian community in Ontario and
located at 1087 Dundas Street West (between Shaw Street and Ossington Avenue), will be celebrating its 25"
Anniversary. On this occasion, the community would like to honour the contributions of one of our foremost
leaders by having the section of Dundas Street West between Shaw Street and Ossington Avenue designated
“Frank Alvarez Way".

Frank Alvarez is an outstanding Torontonian and is the President and CEO of CIRV RADIO 88.9FM radio. His
impressive contribution to the Portuguese Canadian community includes positions such as Executive Director
and Founder of the Canada-Portugal Chamber of Commerce and President of the Federation of Portuguese
Canadian Business and Professionals.
