To become a more vibrant and walkable neighbourhood, the relationship

between Danforth Avenue and the residential streets and open spaces that

surround it should be reinforced. New open spaces along Danforth Avenue, on

Mansion Avenue and on underutilized or vacant sites throughout the area will

create improved focal points, gathering spaces and links between existing local

parks, as well as providing visual interest and pleasant pathways for

pedestrians. Examples include:

The triangle of land at the Crossroads of the Danforth:

Land on Danforth Avenue adjacent to August Avenue; and,

Land north of Danforth Avenue, between Pharmacy and Madelaine

Avenue, to create a prominent entry to Danforth.
