CrossroadsoftheDanforthandWardenAvenue.Thesepropertiesarecomprised
primarilyofpost-warsuburbanstyledevelopmentwithusessuchasautosales,

outdoorstorage,stripmallsandthebeerandliquorstores.
Giventhesizeofthelots,thelimitedappealofthearchitectureandthesingle

ownership,theselotsholdpotentialfortheentiresitetoberedevelopedwithmixed
usebuildingsofseveralstories(groundfloorretail/commercialandupperfloor

commercial/residential),asthemarketallows.WhileOakridgeParkisa
fundamentalneighbourhoodassetandmustremainpubliclyowned,thepark

frontagealongDanforthpresentsanopportunitytodevelopanewcommunity
amenity,suchasacity-ownedgym,poolorlibrary.

Block Redevelopment

Smaller lots, characterized by individual ownership, will either require consolidation

with adjacent properties to permit a more comprehensive redevelopment or will incur

targeted infill. Generally, given the opportunities on the number of larger

underdeveloped lots that currently exist along Danforth, the small sites within the pre-

war Main Street fabric, specifically on those lots which are vacant, offer prospects for

low-rise development of a similar scale to existing buildings. It is expected that these

sites will be developed incrementally as property owners deem appropriate and that

the existing fabric will remain intact due to the fragmented ownership pattern.

As in any development situation, should commercial land uses expand in scope and or

activity, attention should be paid to the interface between the commercial and

residential elements within the Study Area to ensure compatibility and transition and

consideration should be given to parking, traffic circulation and site access impacts.

Site Redevelopment2.11 Areas of Change
The goal of the Avenue Study is to anticipate areas of change and to guide

that change through focused guidelines and recommendations. Although the

shallow depth of several commercial lots and the fractured ownership pattern

within the Study Focus Area could constrain the timing and scale of change,

there are many lots which offer development potential as they are

underutilized or occupied by surface parking. Therefore, the possibility does

exist to create a natural extension of the retail and commercial district located

further west on Danforth. The Avenue Study has identified the following

areas of change:
