Types of comments received from the 
previous PIC in June 2003 included:

• Bus-only lanes in the interim would benefit the 
area but don’ t delay the subway extension

• Summer, weekend, and off-peak service problems
• A surface solution could worsen the traffic 

problem for local residents
• Finch alternative will impact local businesses –

Dufferin / Hydro corridor avoids these impacts
• The Sheppard / Keele alternative will worsen 

traffic and impact trees along Keele
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Turning buses at Dufferin 
and Finch represents a 
significant challenge

Buses in the middle of the Road on Duffer in and on Finch is the 
only alternative for  providing transit reliability

Many busy entrances on Finch 
would be negatively affected.
