To amend City of Toronto Municipal Code Chapter 903, Parking for Persons with 
Disabilities, respecting Cavendish Street, Cedarvale Avenue, Fuller Avenue, Grace Street, 
Markham Street, McRoberts Avenue, Pearson Avenue, Prust Avenue, Westholme Avenue 
and Westmoreland Avenue.
