Recommendation

That North York Community Council:

1. Request Transportation Services to implement 30 minute parking on the south side of Hillmount Avenue
between 8 am and 4 pm to allow for Parent Drop off at Sts. Cosmas & Damien Elementary School.

Background Information

Currently, Hillmount Avenue has No Stopping and No Parking between 8 am and 9 am and 3 pm to 4 pm on
the south side. Outside this time there is 30 minute parking allowed.

Hillmount Avenue has an entrance to Sts. Cosmas & Damien Elementary School and parents' park on the
south side of the street to drop off or walk their children into school or portables that are closer to this
entrance. Parents receive up to $60 parking tickets due to the No Stopping zone and want to be able to
safely escort their children into the school without being ticketed.

Residents on Hillmount Avenue were surveyed and a majority of homeowners are in favour of changing the
parking regulations to allow parents the 30 minute drop off time.
