RE: Endorsement of Events for Liquor Licensing Purposes - 2018 RONCESVALLES POLISH FESTIVAL

The annual Roncesvalles Polish Festival is taking place on September 15 and 16, 2018. We are anticipating
between 300,000 and 350,000 in attendance over the weekend.

The Roncesvalles Polish Festival, as usual, takes place on Roncesvalles Avenue from Boustead Avenue to
Grafton Avenue. As in previous years, this involves a road closure of Roncesvalles Avenue from 5:00 a.m. on
Saturday September 16 to 11:00 p.m. on Sunday, September 17. In addition, we will also be requesting an earlier
closure of Wright Avenue, Garden Avenue and Ritchie Avenue on Friday September 15 at 6:00 a.m. for the
purposes of building a tent and two stages. Wright Avenue, Garden Avenue and Ritchie Avenue will reopen
with Roncesvalles Avenue on Sunday September 16 at 11:00 p-m.

On Friday September 14, we will hold a ticketed event under a tent at Wright Avenue West of Roncesvalles
Avenue where we expect 200 guests to attend. Also on Friday, we are hosting a Polka Party at St. Casimir’s
Church Auditorium at 156 Roncesvalles Avenue where we expect 320 guests to attend. We will apply for a
Special Occasion Permit for both events.

We are planning two beverage gardens on Roncesvalles Avenue during the festival. Each beverage garden will
have seating for approximately 400 people, will be professionally staffed and supplied with security and paid
duty police officers. The locations of the beverage gardens are: Roncesvalles and Wright Avenue, and
Roncesvalles and Westminster. The beverage gardens will operate on Saturday September 15, 2018 from 12:00
p-m. until 11:00 p.m. and on Sunday September 16, 2017 from 12:00 p-m. until 7:00 p.m.

The event hours are:
Saturday September 15 from 11:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m.
Sunday September 16 from 11:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.
