This city-initiated application to amend the Official Plan and Zoning By-law applies to properties on Geary
Avenue as listed above and applies to the public realm in the vicinity of Geary Avenue. The proposed
amendments include a land use redesignation; area-specific policies and provisions regarding the public
realm, land use and built form; new and amended zoning categories, and amended height limits. The intent is
to plan for a pedestrian-focused public realm along Geary Avenue, encourage active, animated non-
residential uses at ground level, provide for gentle intensification of non-residential uses, and limit
residential use where it's already permitted.
