
ignore planning protections and removing 
citizens’ legal appeal rights. Mr. Filion (who sold 
his home nearby and moved downtown) has 
labelled local residents “selfish” and “uncaring”. 

Thousands of residents have complained. 
Willowdale MPP STAN CHO has noted Toronto’s 
failure to ensure proper community consultation 
and support. Thankfully, Ontario has now 
delayed a decision on the City’s request. 

In March 2021, the City of Toronto revealed a 
“proposal” led by Councillor John Filion. They 
want to destroy protected parklands enjoyed 
by hundreds of elderly residents living in the 
city operated seniors care homes Willowdale 
Manor and Cummer Lodge. 

They insist this is the only place to permanently 
place modular housing units for single 
homeless persons. They say 50 alternate 
sites were secretly considered and this is 
the only solution. They refuse to disclose 
details. They insist on imposing their “final 
decision” with zero community consultation 
and involvement in the site selection process.
