RE: EX27.1 - Impacts of Provincial Legislation that Weakens Rental Protections 

We are writing in strong support of the Executive Committee's proposed recommendations in 
response to Ontario's proposed Bill 60, Fighting Delays, Building Faster Act, 2025. Additionally, 
we are grateful for the additional motions put forward by Councillor Perks to strengthen the 
recommendations. Our position is that Bill 60 is a direct attack on tenants' rights across Ontario, 
and that, should this bill pass, it would undermine housing stability on a scale never seen 
before. 

The Ontario government claims Bill 60 is meant to "crack down on bad tenants" who don't pay 
rent or abuse the system. But this is a false and self-serving narrative pushed by powerful 
landlord lobby groups like the Federation of Rental-housing Providers of Ontario (FRPO) and 
Building Industry and Land Development Association (BILD), who would appear to have shaped 
this legislation, with the Ford government, behind closed doors. In reality, most tenants pay their 
rent on time, sometimes at great personal or family sacrifice, while dealing with skyrocketing 
housing costs, low wages, and stagnant rent control protections. The Ford government would 
know this if they had bothered to consult with even a single tenant advocacy organization in 
Ontario. 

Not only did the Ford government fail to consult tenant organizations or municipalities in 
developing Bill 60, but following City of Toronto's Executive Committee's meeting to adopt these 
recommendations last week, the Ford government doubled down to shut out any voices of 
opposition to Bill 60. On November 6th, the Ford government passed a time allocation motion 
that would remove the government's requirement to hold a Standing Committee review of Bill 
60, which ensures that only the voices ofpowerful landlord lobbyist groups are heard. 

In response to these egregious abuses of the democratic process in Ontario, No Demovictions 
has taken the unprecedented step of requesting that Canada's Prime Minister, and federal- and 
provincial-level representatives of the Crown, intervene in Ontario's legislative process with 
respect to Bill 60, to protect tenants across Ontario. And now, we urge our City Councillors to 
fight back, to adopt these recommendations in full, and to formally demand that the 
Province engage directly with tenant advocacy organizations. 

Through the past several years, tenant advocacy groups have raised a number of complaints 
and issues with the Residential Tenancies Act (RTA) and the functioning of the Landlord Tenant 
Board (LTB}. In particular, more often than not, tenants wait much longer than landlords at the 
LTB to have their cases heard, experiencing unequal access to justice. Tenants must be at the 



table when making policy decisions that shape people's homes and lives, and housing policy 
should not be written behind closed doors in consultation with the real estate industry alone. 

These landlord lobbying groups enjoy tremendous power and influence in provincial 
policy-making under the Ford government, and support the serious harms that Bill 60 will do to 
Ontario renters. They continue to push their agenda and exert influence wherever they can, 
including on a number of agenda items before you at this meeting of City Council. Imagine that 
the City of Toronto refused to allow BILD and FRPO to provide input into housing policy - these 
lobby groups would be utterly outraged, and demand that their input be included. But when 
tenants are shut out of the process of shaping legislation that threatens to render them 
homeless, it garners barely a second thought. This inconsistency demonstrates the distinct 
power asymmetries between landlord lobbying groups and renters. To meaningfully address this 
power imbalance, the City of Toronto needs to commit to consulting with all stakeholder groups 
equitably when developing new housing policy. 

We thank Toronto City Council members and Mayor Chow for their leadership on this issue and 
call on each and every one of you to protect Ontario tenants' rights.
