Comments: 

Noise pollution is getting worse, the city is getting more dense and urban problems 
are spreading to the suburbs. Over 60% of Toronto residents are subjected to 
hundreds of noise spikes a day, from construction, waste collection, and, of course, 
loud vehicles. The city’s soundscape is not getting more vibrant, it is getting more 
disturbing. And it won’t go away unless something is done. 

Our demands are: 

1. Create a Noise Task Force that meets monthly to work across silos and 
push the province for changes to Highway Traffic Act (HTA) 

2. More money for resources (technology and/or staff) to improve outcomes 
for residents. 

A Noise Task Force is the only way to solve this health, equity and climate issue. 
A cross divisional collaborative effort is the only way to evaluate and implement 
solutions. No More Noise can help the City push for provincial changes to the 
HTA to change policy to reduce loud vehicles through public pressure.
