Dear Mayor Chow and Members of City Council,

The Federation of North Toronto Residents Associations is a community organization
which represents over 35 resident associations in North Toronto and North York, and
works to bring forward a coordinated and informed perspective on the City’s land use
and transportation issues affecting the neighbourhoods and the City.

We are strongly in support of the Member’s Motion:
e City Council authorize the City Solicitor to bring a motion seeking leave to
intervene in the appeal of Ontario Place Protectors v. His Majesty the King in
Right of Ontario and Attorney General of Ontario, case number 41805, before
the Supreme Court of Canada, and to intervene in the appeal if granted leave
by the Court.

The passing of the Rebuilding Ontario Place Act (ROPA) will have significant
implications for Toronto. It immunizes the Provincial government from any “remedy
in contract, restitution, tort, misfeasance, bad faith, trust or fiduciary obligation, any
equitable remedy or any remedy under any statute”. ROPA also exempts the
government from any responsibilities under the Environmental Assessment Act. We
understand that the City has one last opportunity to fight the legislation - at the
Supreme Court.

We agree with Councillors Matlow and Malik that this last opportunity is about
protecting the rule of law in our City and Province. The legislation is a direct threat to
our democracy — stripping away the public’s rights, eliminating transparency, and
shielding government decisions from legal accountability. And Torontonians deserve
to be represented in this case.

We urge City Council to adopt the Motion.
