e Work crews will mark the locations of underground utilities, such as gas, water and cable so that
the construction work does not interfere with these utilities.

o Affected properties will receive a Construction Notice approximately two weeks before work begins
with more information about the work.

¢ Work in the boulevard in front of homes and commercial properties is expected. This work includes
removing and replacing parts of driveways, municipal sidewalks and boulevards, where necessary.

e Property owners should remove items located within City property limits (boulevard area), such as
landscaping, fencing, irrigation systems and / or decorative objects before work starts. The City will
not be responsible for damage to any privately-owned items on City property.
