The City of Toronto is planning to resurface the road on Brentdale Drive from Lawton Boulevard to
Lascelles Boulevard. The contractor will also repair the damaged curb and install new sidewalk on the
north side of Brentdale Drive.

Our inspection of the road shows that it needs repaving and whole sections of damaged curb need to
be replaced to bring them to a state of good repair. The new sidewalk will improve accessibility and
pedestrian safety in the area.

This work is part of the Council-approved 2019 Capital Works Program to renew aging city roads and
sidewalk for current and future needs.

WHAT TO EXPECT BEFORE CONSTRUCTION

underground utilities, such as gas, water and cable so that the construction work does not interfere

o Affected properties will receive a Construction Notice approximately two weeks before work begins
with more information about the work.

¢ Work in the boulevard in front of homes and commercial properties is expected. This work includes
removing and replacing driveways, municipal sidewalks and grassed boulevards, where

necessary.
