The City of Toronto plans to replace the watermain and the City-owned portion of substandard water
services on Bobmar Road.

The water service is the underground pipe that brings water to your water meter and is owned by you
and by the City. The part you own is from your house to the end of your property, the part the City
owns is from the end of your property to the watermain.

This project is part of the Council-approved 2020 Capital Works Program to renew our aging
infrastructure, improve water distribution and reduce the risk of watermain breaks.

During construction, the contractor is responsible for the Health & Safety on site under the Ontario
Occupational Health and Safety Act and is expected to implement COVID-19 mitigation practices.

the construction work does not interfere with these utilities.
