Trail Removal
Remove gravel trail and restore with native
plants. Address invasive species at same time.

Remove logs from edge of trail. Deter access.

Homeowner outreach. Remove private gate.

Outreach and forest restoration planting.

Remove log steps, loosen soils and restore plants.
Update steps with handrail and add signage.
Remove debris and stabilize channel banks.

Remove bridge and restore channel banks.

Perform a structural inspection on bridge to
determine whether it requires replacemnt.
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Trail Enhancements

Adjust natural surface trail alignment with new
bridge location

Address erosion and consider access options.
Relocate section of trail away from creek bank.

Demarcate access point to main trail.

Grade and top up with 3/4” crushed granite. Ensure
consistent width for trail.

Replace/ add sections of boardwalk to elevate

trail above muddy soil in seepage zones.

Proposed new location for replacement footbridge.
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Increase culvert capacity to address overtopping.

Inspect/ clean out/ replace existing culverts.

Adjust trail alignment. Investigate opportunities to
protect tree roots i.e. cedar paddle & post fencing.

Inspect existing culvert crossing for safety and
structural improvements.
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
