The City's contractor
is working diligently to complete the remainder of the project.

WORK STATUS TO DATE

To date, the following work has been completed:

e Rehabilitated the bridge over the Don River, including reconstruction of the concrete deck,
sidewalk and parapet walls with railings; replacement of bridge bearings and base asphalt
course with bridge waterproofing; and patch repair of piers, abutments and wingwalls

e Road reconstruction between Bayview Avenue and Leslie Street, including substandard water
service replacements, cycle track construction and intersection safety modifications at Pineway
Boulevard, asphalt surface and concrete sidewalk improvements

REMAINING WORK
In the coming weeks, the City's contractor will be completing the following work:
e Rehabilitation and restoration at the bridge over the Don River including street lighting works

e Road reconstruction, surface asphalt paving, storm and sanitary sewer adjustments, and
driveways and boulevards restoration between Bayview Avenue and Leslie Street
