The City of Toronto is planning to rehabilitate the Governor’s Bridge over Moore Park Ravine. This
work will ensure that the bridge meets today’s standards and remains safe for vehicles and
pedestrians into the future.

To safely complete this work, a full bridge closure for non-emergency vehicular traffic will be
required for four to five weeks starting in mid-summer 2025. During this time, sidewalk access
will be maintained for pedestrians. A construction notice with more detailed information will
be distributed to the community prior to the start of the work.

The project is part of the Council-approved 2025 Capital Works Program.

WHAT TO EXPECT BEFORE CONSTRUCTION

the construction work does not interfere with these utilities.
