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Contra-flow bicycle lanes will allow people
cycling to travel both directions on Wychwood
Avenue between Vaughan Road and St. Clair
Avenue West.

A new traffic signal is proposed at Vaughan
Road and Wychwood Avenue that will provide
a protected crossing for pedestrians and
people cycling and will connect Wychwood
Avenue to Glen Cedar Bridge, Eglinton Avenue
West and further north.  No parking will be
allowed near the intersection.

Accessible Bus/Bike
Platform

Accessible bus/bike platforms designate a
space for people cycling and transit users.
People cycling must yield to anyone crossing
the platform.

Curb extensions

Curb extensions at side streets can reduce
vehicular travel speeds and reduce crossing
distance. Curb extensions can also incorporate
green infrastructure to help with water runoff
and improve aesthetics.

A new pedestrian crossover is proposed at
Vaughan Road and Glenora Avenue/Robina
Avenue. Curb extensions are also proposed
that will reduce the crossing distance for
pedestrians and will improve visibility for
turning vehicles.

New Pedestrian
Crossover

Protected intersections aim to enhance safety
for all road users. Crosswalks are set back
from the intersection. The corner islands are
placed to lower vehicle speeds, providing a
waiting area for people cycling and give a
better view of pedestrians and people cycling
when vehicles turn right.
