Permanent road reconstruction and restoration
on Sheffield Street will start in Spring 2026.

work. A construction update notice will be issued before work re-starts.

REMAINING WORK:

The City’s contractor will:

e Return in Spring 2026 to complete restoration of sidewalk adjacent to hydro pole;
e Complete sidewalk and curb installation; and

e Complete milling and paving.
