The City of Toronto is modifying and upgrading the storm and sanitary system in your area to reduce
surface and basement flooding. Due to the depth and nature of the construction work, there will be several
traffic impacts in your area. Please see below for additional details.

e The expected date for intersection work on Islington Avenue and Gosfield gate is from January 5 to
January 9, 2026

e The expected date for the road closure on Gosfield Gate is from January 15 to January 26, 2026

This project is part of the Council-approved 2025 Basement Flooding Protection Program to improve
the water distribution system, renew our aging infrastructure and reduce the risk of sewer collapse or
blockages that cause sewer backups and flooding.

ORK DETAILS

For this project, the contractor will:

e Excavate on Gosfield Gate to install the storm sewer and allocate space on Gosfield
Gate and Pakenham Drive for material storage during construction, followed by
restoration of the area at a later date.

e This work will require the temporary closure of Gosfield Gate to all traffic. Local access will be
maintained.

e The community will experience dust, noise, and traffic delays.
e The City will make efforts to reduce impacts. Your patience is appreciated.

Motorists are reminded that bicycles and cars will be
g sharing the lane. When driving, please be mindful of vulnerable road users. Efforts
have been made to manage traffic in the area for the safety of workers, road users,
and residents.

The expected date for road closure on Gosfield Gate is from January 15 to
January 26, 2026. During this period, there will be no through access to
Islington Avenue from Gosfield Gate. Please take detour to Islington Avenue
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through Fordwich Crescent via Pakenham Drive.
