Sandhurst Circle Neighbourhood Connections
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The City of Toronto is inviting residents to learn more and provide feedback for the Sandhurst Circle
Neighbourhood Connections project which proposes road safety improvements to Sandhurst Circle,
Brimwood Boulevard, Chartland Boulevard South (from Brimley Road to Sandhurst Circle), Dibgate Boulevard

and White Heather Boulevard.
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The proposed changes would improve safety for all road users, including people walking and cycling by:

e Installing bikeways and safer road crossings, with no changes to the number of motor vehicle lanes
e Creating a local cycling network with connections to the Finch Corridor Trail, East Highland Creek Trail, local
destinations including schools, Woodside Square Mall, public transit, parks and the Alton Towers area

These road safety improvements would serve six school zones and an area with many traffic collisions. From
2015 to 2025, 510 reported collisions occurred on these roads. 42 of these collisions involved people walking or

cycling, including two fatalities, one involving a high school student, and two serious injuries. Proposed changes
are focused on reducing future collisions and eliminating traffic-related fatalities and serious injuries.

The proposed changes would be installed primarily with quick-build materials such as paint, bollards/flex posts,
and low wall barriers between 2026 and 2028.

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Proposed Changes | Sandhurst Circle

¢ New bikeway: Cycle tracks separated from motor vehicles by low wall barriers

¢ In front of schools, there are two design options:

e Option 1: Cycle track with low wall barriers (school drop-off/pick-up in parking lots and side streets only)
e Option 2: Cycle track with flex posts (would allow on-street school drop-off/pick-up)

e Parking is currently not allowed on Sandhurst Circle. Installation of the cycle track would enforce existing
parking restrictions along Sandhurst Circle. Option 2 would allow some parking and drop-off/pick-up in front
of schools.

¢ No changes to the number of motor vehicle lanes or driveway access

Proposed Changes | Brimwood Boulevard and White Heather Boulevard

e New bikeway: Bike lanes marked by paint only

¢ In front of schools, there are two design options:

e Option 1: Bike lanes on each side of the road (school drop-off/pick-up in parking lots and other side
streets only)

e Option 2: Bike lane on one side and shared lane markings on the school side, which would allow some
parking and on-street school drop-off/pick-up

No changes to the number of motor vehicle lanes or driveway access

Install a traffic signal at White Heather Boulevard and McNicoll Avenue. There are two design options for the

intersection:

e Option 1: Left-turns would not be permitted for motor vehicles to avoid increasing traffic on White

Heather Boulevard and to make roads safer for school children, pedestrians and people cycling
e Option 2: All turns would be permitted for motor vehicles, with potential increase in vehicle traffic on
White Heather Boulevard by people using the street as a short cut to McCowan Road

o Staff are considering improvements to the East Highland Creek Trail crossing at Brimwood Boulevard

Proposed Changes | Chartland Boulevard South (from Brimley Road to Sandhurst

Circle) and Dibgate Boulevard

¢ New bikeway: Bike lanes marked by paint only with flex posts next to school bus loading in Option 1

Street design to reduce speeding

In front of Iroquois Junior Public School, there are two design options:

e Option 1: One-way street for motor vehicles (eastbound only) on Chartland Boulevard South between
Dibgate Boulevard and Briarscross Boulevard. Bike lanes on both sides of the road. School bus loading on
school side, with flex posts between bikeway and bus zone.

e Option 2: Maintain two-way traffic and school bus loading. Shared lane markings for cycling with traffic on
school side (eastbound) and bike lane (westbound) on other side of road.

No changes to the number of motor vehicle lanes or driveway access on Dibgate Boulevard

Staff are considering improvements to the East Highland Creek Trail crossing at Chartland Boulevard South,

and the intersection at Dibgate Boulevard.

Next Steps

City staff will review public feedback and consider any changes to the proposed designs before reporting
to the Infrastructure and Environment Committee of City Council for approval. Subject to approval,
installation would take place between 2026 and 2028.
