To obtain authority to acquire part of the property municipally known as 2000 Meadowvale Road, Toronto from Toronto
and Region Conservation Authority (TRCA, the "Owner"), for the purpose of establishing the Community Conservation
Centre adjacent to the Toronto Zoo.

The part of property municipally known as part of 2000 Meadowvale Road, Toronto, legally described as Part of Lot 6,
Concession 3, Geographic Township of Scarborough, designated as Part 1 on Plan 66R-31931, City of Toronto, being
part of PIN 06054-2385 (LT) (the “Property”), as shown on Appendix “C”.

1. Authority be granted to accept an offer from the Owner to acquire the Property for nominal consideration,
substantially on the terms and conditions set out in Appendix “A”, and including such other terms as deemed
appropriate by the approving authority herein, and in a form satisfactory to the City Solicitor.

The Agreement is for nominal consideration. The City will be responsible for paying registration costs of approximately
$85.

Land Transfer Tax will not apply as the transaction qualifies for exemption under Chapter 760-14 of the Toronto
Municipal Code.

The Chief Financial Officer and Treasurer has reviewed this DAF and agrees with the financial implications as
identified in the Financial Impact section.

At its meeting on April 4, 2025, City Council adopted ltem 2025.ZB15.11, authorizing a lease for the Toronto Zoo
Community Conservation Centre, subject to completion of the applicable land transfer between the City and TRCA.

The acquisition supports the development of the Community Conservation Campus in partnership with the Toronto
Zoo. The site is environmentally cleared, and meets MECP standards for its intended use. The TRCA Board approved
the conveyance via resolution (Item 7.7, June 11, 2021).

The Offer is considered fair, reasonable, and it is recommended for acceptance substantially on the major terms and
conditions set out in Appendix “A”.
