The City of Toronto's work on Danforth Avenue, from Main Street to Victora Park Avenue, is now
getting underway. The purpose of this notice is to provide an update on the project and advise you of
upcoming overnight work to complete snow removal and fence installation, within the project limits.

Weather has impacted the ability to start construction, however, the contractor will be conducting the
above-mentioned activities overnight from Monday, February 23, at 7:00 pm to Friday, February 27,
2026, at 6:00 am. The Contractor is permitted to work overnight to reduce the impacts to traffic on
Danforth Avenue during the day. When this overnight work is complete, regular work hours will resume,
and the road will reopen.

Construction work will resume during the day starting on Friday, February 27, 2026.

Thank you for your patience and understanding during this overnight work.
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Road and Sidewalk Access: In order to complete the work in a safe manner, there
will be road, sidewalk and bikeway restrictions within the work zone. Access for
emergency vehicles will be maintained at all times.

Driveway Access: The contractor will notify you of any temporary restrictions to your
driveway access. If your property has two entrances, one entrance will be kept open at
all times.

Traffic Management: Road users should expect delays and increased traffic on
nearby streets. Motorists are reminded that bicycles and cars will be sharing the lane.
When driving, please be mindful of vulnerable road users.

Danforth Avenue will be reduced to one lane of traffic in each direction.
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Accessible Accommodation: The City's contractor must ensure safe and accessible
walkways and entryways are maintained for everyone during construction. Any
temporary access disruptions will be communicated as soon as possible. If you
experience a disruption, have a specific access need or related accommodation
request, contact the Field Ambassador listed below.
